lead in the opening period…senior 
Imani Watkins was named the regional 
MVP with 12 points and 12 rebounds in 
final game and 23 points in 
semifinals…Watkins is leading scorer in 
balanced offense (12.8 ppg) and will 
continue her career at Binghamton (NY) 
University…sophomore October 
Campbell scores at 12.3 ppg clip and 
gets 3.2 rpg…senior Brie Grier 
contributes 11.0 ppg and tallied 12 in 
regional final…Grier also made all-
tournament team… soph Mariah 
Sanders gets 4.8 rpg…Red Raiders 
known for high pressure defense—
forced 29 turnovers in regional semi win 
against Kinston and 26 against 
Reidsville…team loves to play uptempo 
offense and score in transition…Red 
Raiders also pride themselves on being 
strong rebounding team…T.W. Andrews 
not ranked in final 2-A women’s regular

 Bandys has a great tradition in 
women’s basketball…Trojans have won 
six previous NCHSAA state titles and 
are back in the women’s championship 
game for the first time since 
1994…Bandys has not lost in its six 
previous state final appearances…titles 
in 1977, ’81, ’82, ’87, ’88 and ’94…have 
played in regionals five straight years 
and have made amazing 19 regional 
appearances all-time…Trojans survived 
a double-overtime 71-65 encounter with 
Franklin to win Western Regional crown 
in Greensboro…prior to that, closest 
margin of victory for Bandys was 20 
points…Antaijah Easter (16.1 ppg) led 
way with 23 points in that one…Haleigh 
Lackey (12.8 ppg) was named Western 
Regional MVP…6-0 senior Madi Story 
is Bandys’ all-time leading scorer and 
averages 16.9 ppg…junior Sarah Goble 
scores 12.2 ppg and grabs team-high 
5.2 rebounds; she had 12 points and 14 
boards in regional final…team is 
shooting 54 percent from floor and 
scores better than 81 points per 
contest…defensively, Trojans are 
stingy, as 17 foes have been held to 30 
or fewer points…Bandys was number-
one team in NCPreps.com final 2-A 
regular season poll…Kyle Moretz in fifth 
year at school but first as varsity head 
coach.
