Bus Parking 
Drop off at Cabarrus
Take a right on Salisbury
Right on South Street
Go Past McDowell and the lot is on the right. 
If this lot is full, you can park at the 500 block of 
Wilmington
Once those are full, you will need to park wherever you 
can and you will need to pay for the number of spaces 
that your bus take up



Prohibited Items

Coaches Credentials and Wristbands 

v Upon entrance, coaches will 
need to check in at the registration 
table with ADC

v You will receive a packet that 
includes credentials and wristbands

v Wristbands must be visible all-
day

v Coaches and teams will need to 
enter together

Spectator Entrance 

Spectators will enter on the Mezzanine level (Cabarrus Street and 
McDowell Street)

Marriot Corridor – they will need to walk to the other end to pay 
and gain entrance 

Wristbands will need to worn all day 



Entrance On and Off Stage 

Competitors will enter the stage from the 
left

They will exit to the right and proceed 
back to the warm-up area and then up the 
escalator should they want to see their 
parents. 



Uniforms

v The responsibility for each cheerleader to be properly dressed and in compliance 
with the NFHS rules ultimately belongs to the head coach.

v Jewelry of any kind is prohibited except for the following:
• A religious medal without a chain is allowed and must be taped and worn 

under the uniform.
• A medical alert medal must be taped and may be visible 

v When standing at attention, apparel must cover the midriff

v Glitter that does not readily adhere to the hair, face, body, uniform or costume is not 
permitted.  Glitter may be used on signs, props, or backdrops only if laminated or 
sealed. 



Sports Medicine 

• There will be several licensed athletic trainers on site.  They 
will be set up in the warm-up area



Media 

• Must be approved by the NCHSAA – photographers
